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This society was formed in March 2006 in view of the mounting number of frauds going on in the name of marriage. Abandoned brides’ doleful stories are very touching .Though married; they seem to have abandoned all hope that they would ever be able to join their fraudulent NRI husband. These discards are still languishing in the four walls of their ancestral homes cursing their fate.

Since its first meeting in March 2006, the society hasn’t taken any rest. It took all possible steps to highlight the seriousness of this immigration-based issue that has torn asunder the fabulous social fabric of our community. Wreckage of broken weddings and the sacred institution of marriage are visible across continents. Realizing that education and the creation of awakening won’t work and the only solution lies in lobbying for legislative changes, the society took these steps: 

A petition, suggesting some desirable amendments in the existing immigration laws, signed by 20.000 people, was sent to the federal government through Ms. Neena Grewal M.P. 

Letters were written to all the M.Ps. Special representations were sent to the Honorable Prime Minister, Immigration Minister, articles, both in English and Punjabi, were written for the news papers, repeated talk shows from all the radio stations were given. In addition to it, two peaceful protest rallies were held, one in Vancouver on Thursday February 15, 2007, in front of Citizenship and Immigration Office and the second, on October 22, 2007 at Ottawa in front of the Parliament Buildings where victims and their supporters from all over Canada demonstrated their wrath at the out dated immigration laws and the passivity of the law enforcement agencies. Ottawa rally proved to be very significant as the protesters had face to face talk with M.Ps,namely Mr.Gurbax Malhi, Mr.Sukh Dhaliwal, Mr. Art Hanger,Mr. Michael Ignatieff, N.D.P. Leader :Mr.Jack Layton, and Mr.Gilles Duceppe of Block Quebecois. M.P.Mr. Roy Cullen showed his overwhelming support to the protesters for the issue they were fighting for. Immigration Minister Diane Finley had a detailed discussion with the spokespersons of the rally. What she said clearly showed that she was fully aware of the treachery going on under sham marriages and assured about the amendment in the out moded immigration laws which are often abused. 

The society which is truly non-profit in character does not demand anything from the victims while representing their cases; it solely survives on the voluntary donations of its members and victims. This is unlike others who claim to be working for the victims, yet are thriving. 

Though it is not within its  purview to press  for strict action against the aggressors in India  as most fake weddings are held there, the society wrote letters to the Chief Minister, Punjab, and Mr. Ravi Vayalar, Cabinet  Minister, Overseas Indian Affairs, and  Ms. Renuka  Choudhury ,concerned State Minister. While in India I (Krishan Bector) have found the issue appeared in the papers. On February 23, 2008, a seminar entitled ‘Shocked NRI Wedding Victims narrate Woes’ was held at Chandigarh. 

The speakers at the NRI Sammelan (conference) also touched this issue. The Tribune, January 14, 2008 also covered a news item,’ Punjabi-origin MP takes up case in Canada,’ under the section of the paper Unfair Immigration Laws. According to the news Mr.Gurbax Malhi has moved a motion in the House of Commons in Canada seeking an amendment to immigration laws in that country to prevent fraud in marriages.

As a result of the efforts of this society and similar organizations such as Canadians Against Immigration Fraud and Stop Marriage Fraud of Toronto, the Immigration Minister has introduced a bill in the Parliament for some drastic changes in the Immigration and Refugee Protection Act. Basic amendments proposed are like this:
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Skilled workers ,who are currently waiting  up to six years before being considered, is neither desirable for the applicant  nor for Canada that needs them. They prefer to go to Australia or New Zealand where the wait period is 6 to 12 months who are our key competitors for global talent.

The new rules would allow us to focus on getting the persons we need. Any one can apply, but CIC would no longer be required to process all new applications. The new provisions would allow the Department to select among the new applications and chose those that best meet Canada’s labor market needs .Under the current system, CIC processes applications from skilled workers in the order in which they are received. (CIC would be selective under the new rules.)

The department will use this flexibility in an open and transparent manner. It will be based on instructions from the Minister, which will be published in the Canada Gazette and reported in the Department’s annual report to Parliament.

The legislative amendments will not apply to refugees  and our objectives related to family reunification .( the priority would change ,the skilled workers’ category would get a priority over the family reunification in terms of wait period, this means Canada needs young workers  who can contribute to Canada’s economy. Old, sick people who create a burden on Canadian Health System would have to wait for some time before being accepted) The doors for immigration won’t be shut for any applicant. 

The term SELECTIVE means to take certain candidates quickly, hold some applications, and return others.

The end result of changes will be to reduce wait time and improve service. 

The Immigration Minister will assume more powers.
Those who applied before February 27, 2008 will not be subject to the new proposed provisions in the legislation. These provisions once passed will apply to applications received on or after February 27, 2008.

The amendments would not also affect those people in Canada seeking humanitarian and compassionate considerations.

Immigration of skilled and highly educated workers to Canada will restore the image of our community which it has lost in a bid to thwart Laibar Singh’s deportation to India. This is a glaring example of our disrespect for the laws or the court rulings of Canada.  Fraud marriages, fake documents to enter Canada has also undermined our image. 

As the bill puts it the skilled workers with the generic skill set, they are able to weather downturns in the economy. They are also more successful in the labor market than other immigrants. They will be catching up to their Canadian counterparts more quickly and earning the highest average incomes. They won’t need to use marriage as a pass port to Canada. Being proficient in English, they will adjust themselves in the mainstream quite easily .They won’t have to isolate themselves. The divorce rate will dip considerably. This class of immigrants would be awakened and educated; the marriage fraud will reach extinction in due course. The crime rate will also decrease.

The society strongly urge the government to give regard to their credentials. They shouldn’t have to do unskilled jobs in spite of being accepted as skilled workers.

In the end the society appeals to all the  M.Ps. to rise above their other considerations and support the bill. National interest should be the topmost in their priorities.
